In Remembrance of Me 
 This is the day of the year that many come to remember the 
death, burial, and particularly the resurrection of Jesus.  I think it is 
wonderful that so many people allow their thoughts to drift back to 
the cross and dwell on what Christ did to save humanity from the 
sins it had committed. 
 Wouldn’t it be wonderful if we could do it more than once a 
year?  Wouldn’t it be wonderful if we could do more than simply 
think about it?  Wouldn’t it be nice if we could change our lives more  
than on just one day because of what he did?  I think that not only 
do the Scriptures teach that Christians need to remember every 
Lord’s Day what Christ did by taking the Lord’s Supper, but I think it 
is good that we do it.  If we are taking the Supper correctly, we 
should dwell on Christ’s death every week and realize that the blood 
and body of our Lord is what it took to save us from our sin. 
 I don’t think it becomes monotonous to remember with the 
Lord’s Supper each week what Christ did for us.  Quite the contrary, 
I think it makes it more meaningful and it allows us to remember it 
more often through the weeks of the year and hopefully helps us 
remain truer to Him than we might have otherwise been.  Perhaps 
we can remember Easter not only today, but each Lord’s Day.
