Like Jesus?
Our sorrow and our deepest sympathies go out to the families and

friends who lost loved ones when the school in Virginia was assaulted last
week. The culprit behind this dastardly deed, who apparently was men-
tally ill and/or evil for what he did and why he did it, said something that
caught my attention in the manifesto he sent to NBC News. He said that
because of the act that he was about to commit that he would be “like
Jesus...” He said that he would go on to inspire millions “like Jesus.” Allow
me to briefly point out some dissimilarities between this young man and
Jesus:

1. Jesus died in order to save people. Cho died after murdering
32 people (many of which he didn't know).
