in the Bible as an abomination

(Deuteronomy 18:11-12), punishable by death (Leviticus 20:6; Le-
viticus 20:27). It was considered a fraudulent system (Ezekiel 13:6-
7). God gave His people a stern warning regarding them (Leviticus

19:31; cf. Exodus 22:18: Isaiah

8:19; Acts 16:16-18). By reading

Acts 13:6-11, we can readily see what happened to Elymas the sor-
