Be Very Afraid

Many people love scary movies (I do not—I prefer a comedy), but
consider what the Bible says about fear in Psalm 111.10:
“The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom...”
Many Bible passages discuss or mention fear and in fact uses many syno-
nyms (i.e. melt, tremble, etc.), but the fear of the Lord is different than
typical fear. While fear from scary movies, spiders, snakes and a host of
other things often cause us to run or cower, the fear of God should make
us run toward him. In fact, while in the Bible we are not advised to fear
earthly things (we are even told not to fear them) we are encouraged to

fear the Lord (Luke 12.4-5).

“For those who do fear God the resulting benefits are many: God
will bring blessing upon them (Ps 115.13) and will confined in them (Ps
25.14). They will avoid evil (Prov 16.6), and God will have mercy upon
them (Lk 1.50). Moreover, those who fear God will gain life (Prov 19.23),
knowledge (Prov 1.7) and wisdom (Prov 9.10). The wisdom that begins
with the fear of God is closely related to knowledge and obedience (Ps
111.10). The fear of God is a fundamental quality for those who know
and obey God” (Ryken, Dictionary of Biblical Imagery).

If 1 have the ability to further motivate you beyond what you have
read in the Bible let me motivate you to fear the Lord. While it is not typi-
cally considered “manly” to fear anything nothing could be more attractive
to the Lord than an individual who feared the Lord properly. Listen to
