Our Father 
 Our family means a lot to us.  Our mothers, grandparents, sib-
lings, etc.  But today is set aside to remember and thank our fathers for 
what they have contributed to us.  The stereotypical Dad is one who will 
play catch with you, go fishing with you, discipline you, and encourage you 
to do what is right.  We need to appreciate what our Dads have done for 
us.  I certainly would not be the same individual had my Dad not been 
there for me the ways that he was and still is.  He did not go fishing with 
me much, if any.  We did not go hunting, my Dad was not the primary 
disciplinarian, but I knew that if I needed some help because I had been 
in a car accident, or I needed to change my oil, or I needed someone to 
talk to for a few minutes, I could (and still can) count on him. 
 Now think about the title we give God: Our Father.  In the Old 
Testament he was not referred to as the Father much, yet in the New Tes-
tament he is referred to as the Father a number of times.  That does not 
mean that he is there for us for recreation (although I think serving God 
can be fun).  It means that we can depend on him infinitely more than we 
can even on our reliable earthly fathers.  What do you need?  Do you need 
friends?  God can provide them.  Do you need financial help?  God can 
provide it.  Do you need encouragement?  God can provide it. 
 My Dad rarely let me down.  Our heavenly Father will NEVER let 
us down just so long as we wholeheartedly depend on him!!!
