Mission Work 
 If you weren’t here on Wednesday night you missed an excellent 
report on the work that we support in French-speaking Africa.  The mis-
sionary that came to report to us had a dual purpose: one, to show us the 
work that is being done and encourage us about it (and probably to re-
ceive encouragement himself) and two, to ask for more support so that 
the preaching school (and more importantly the gospel) may spread its 
influence. 
 For just $200 a month for three years we can make it possible for 
men to learn to preach the gospel and then do so.  If we could double that 
amount a month, we could give two more men the opportunity to learn to 
preach the gospel.  Really, that is not that much of a sacrifice for us.  
Hopefully you are planning your giving currently (if you aren’t you need to, 
1 Cor 16.1-2); if only twenty families at Hardin could give $5 a week more 
than they currently do that would allow us to support two gospel preach-
ers.  If the same twenty families could give $10 a week that would allow 
us to support four gospel preachers. 
 In comparison most individuals spend at least $5 on a meal when 
they go out to eat.  Most families spend more than $10 on entertainment 
each week.  If we could sacrifice only a little there may be more people in 
heaven because of it.  Tell the elders that you would like to support this 
work.  Do it by telling them personally and by your giving each week.
