Mark 8:31 And he began to teach them that the Son of Man must 
suffer many things and be rejected by the elders and the chief 

priests and the scribes and be killed, and after three days rise again. 
 

Why Did He Come? 
 I know you have considered before why Jesus came to Earth.  In 
fact, we sing the song asking that very question and the answer we sing is 
“because he loved me so.”  That is true, but consider what Jesus taught in 
Mark 8.31.  He came in order to suffer, be rejected, be killed, and to rise 
again.  That is amazing.  An individual who was in glory with God and was 
God came to Earth in order to do these things.  Time and space doesn’t 
allow to look at all of these things so consider the rejection. 
 In school I wanted to be popular (I learned later that popularity 
really doesn’t matter at all in the long run) and I certainly did not want to 
be rejected, but the Lord came in order to be rejected.  I feel so bad for 
what he had to go through: not only the physical suffering and anguish of 
the cross and the scourging, but the mental agony of rejection.  Notice 
what John says in John 1.11, “He came to his own, and his own people did 
not receive him.”  He came to his people (not only the people that were 
created through him, but the people that were cared for and loved by 
God, God’s own special people) and they did not receive him, they re-
jected him.  We can’t do anything about the suffering and rejection he 
went through (in fact, we needed that to have happened to save us), but 
we can live our life reflective of he came for and what he did.  Let’s.
