“Steps to a Successful Study of the Scriptures” (Step 4) 
 
 Study the Bible by chapters. This method of Bible study can be 
ably done by most any individual who has fifteen minutes or more a day to 
put into Bible Study. It will take, however, more than one day to do the 
study of a chapter if only fifteen minutes a day are set apart for the work. 
1. Select the chapter for your study and read it five times. 
2. Divide chapter into natural divisions (hint: look at headers). 
3. Compare translations (KJV, ESV, NASB, NIV, ASV, etc.). 
4. Note individuals mentioned in chapter and lessons from the chapter. 
5. Note the central truth and key verse of the chapter (if there is one). 
6. Note (for yourself) your favorite verse in chapter and memorize it. 
7. Note verses that can be used later for a class, sermon, or devotional. 
8. Name the chapter (example, Acts 1—The Ascension Chapter). 
9. Note subjects, words, and/or phrases for further study. 
10. Write down the new truth you have learned from the chapter.  If you 

have not learned one, you had better go over the chapter again. 
11. Write down the truth or truths that have come to you with new power. 
12. Write down what you resolve to do as a result of this study. 
 
Retain your notes for this study either in a notebook, folder, or in the mar-
gins of your Bible if you have a wide-margin Bible or it will fit.
