Study the Bible as the Word of God. The Bible is the Word of God, and we
get the most good out of any book by studying it as what it really is. It is often
said that we should study the Bible just as we study any other book. That principle
contains a truth, but it also contains a great error. The Bible, it is true, is a book as
other books are books, the same laws of grammatical and literary construction and

any candid man. The Bible ought then to be studied as no other book is. It should

be studied as the Word of God. (1Thes 2:13). This involves four things:

1. A great eagerness and more careful and truthful study to find out just what it
teaches. We must know the mind of God...here it is revealed.

2. A prompt and definite acceptance and submission to when the truth is defi-
nitely ascertained.

3. A complete reliance on the promises made in it.

4. A storing away of the Scripture in your mind and heart. It will keep you from
sin (Ps 119:11), from false doctrine (Ac 20:29-30, 32; 2Ti 3:13-15), it will fill
you heart with joy (Jer 15:16), and peace (Ps 85:8), it will give you the victory
over the Evil One (1Jo 2:14), it will give you power in prayer (Joh 15:7), it will
make you wiser than the aged and your enemies (Ps 119:98, 100, 130) it will
make you “"complete, furnished completely unto every good work." (2Ti 3:16,
