“A Successful Study of the Scriptures” 
 For the past few weeks I have included in the bulletin some steps 
to a successful study of the Scriptures.  While I hope this has been helpful, 
no study of the Scriptures will be meaningful if you do not have one 
thing...a desire and motivation to study the Scriptures. 
 It is easy for us in our day to day activities to neglect things that 
need to get done.  Sometimes at the Walker residence, the plants don’t 
get watered and the yard don’t get mowed.  These things are important, 
but far less important than what else gets neglected from time to time, 
studying God’s Word.  For me and all the others that sometimes fail to 
study God’s Word every day here are the steps to do so: 
1. Turn off the television or put down the magazine or newspaper. 
2. Walk over to where you laid your Bible down when you got home on 

Sunday, dust it off and pick it up. 
3. Pray and ask God to bless your study. 
4. Take just a few minutes (or as long as you can—you can’t spend too 

much time here) and listen to what God has to say. 
We all lead blessed lives, but you and I both know whenever things seem 
difficult or it hurts because of sin or suffering it is possible for us to be 
more blessed.  You will be blessed if you listen to what God has to say in 
his inspired word, “Know this, my beloved brothers: let every person be 
quick to hear, slow to speak, slow to anger.”
