Will You Vote?

Would the Lord have the Christian vote a certain way or is that entirely up to each individual?

I believe the Lord would have us use the
principles revealed to us in the Word of God
when we make every decision. That means
when we spend our money we need to do it as
the Lord would have us. That means when we
interact with our friends, families and
neighbors we need to interact in a way in
which we are consciously representing the
Lord. That means that when we vote, we need
to vote with the principles the Lord set out for
us in mind.

This article is not designed to tell you
whom to vote for, only to remind you that
when you are a Christian, you are a Christian
not just on Sundays but every day of the week,
including the day that you cast your ballots.
Perhaps the following issues are issues you
need to consider when you vote this coming
Tuesday:

Abortion — Whatever the politicians call it
today (pro-choice, a woman’s right, etc.),
abortion is still murdering unborn (but still
living) babies.
Homosexual Rights — This, too, is called
a number of things (tolerance, open-
mindedness, etc.), yet the Bible labels ho-
mosexuality as sin and therefore it is to be
hated (the sinner is to be loved and cared
for, but the sin is to be abhorred).
Posting of the Ten Commandments —
Whereas the New Testament Christian
does not follow all of the Ten Command-
ments (and the ones that are followed are
followed because of their inclusion in the
law of Christ) they are of value historically
and to identify the fact that God does have
statutes for humanity to follow.

Voluntary School Prayer — For years

now those in positions of authority have

taken away our God-given and Constitution

protected rights, yet the majority of Ameri-
can citizens are either for voluntary (not
forced) school prayer or ambivalent toward
it.
Casinos (Gaming) — The Lord does not
want us to gamble for a number of reasons
that are better left for another article, but
do know that, socially, casinos not only
bring “entertainment” and “fun” for a few
but also poverty and crime for the masses.
It may not surprise you to know that the
two individuals that are up for Kentucky Gover-
nor (and those running in other races) have
made statements or have track records on all
of these things. What may surprise you is that
they are both on opposite sides of each of
these issues. | am not telling you who to vote
for, but I am telling you that some political
leaders base decisions on morality and others
on gain, status, or something else altogether.
Although there seems to be an endless
supply of frustration because of poor officials
or poor decisions that are made by officials it is
my belief that the Christian should at the very
least vote when given the opportunity. If the
Christian does not vote then the Godless agen-
das of the vocal few will be what are heard. If
the Christian does not vote and vote for the
proper things, then this nation will steadily de-
cline until most or all do not even know about
God. Now is the time to act. The Bible reads
“When the righteous increase, the people re-
joice, but when the wicked rule, the people
groan” (Proverbs 29:2 ). How will the right-
eous ever increase and the wicked not rule if
the Christian does not vote? Vote this coming
Tuesday and vote for whom your Christian
morals would have you vote for.
