 The work of a preacher can be very 
discouraging at times, but at times it can 
be very encouraging.  For me, one of 
those times of encouragement was after 
last Sunday morning’s worship when I 
plugged the numerical records for that 
morning into the database that I have for 
this year. 
 It was encouraging to me because as I 
looked at the record for our contribution 
this year (included below, each point is 
one month’s average), every month the 
number went up.  I am not thrilled at that 
because I am money-hungry for the 
church or for myself; I am not excited 
about that because I believe for a second 
it is a direct result of my preaching; I am 
encouraged by it because that shows that 
even if we are not growing greatly nu-
merically at this time (although, I believe 
we should still strive for that and it will 
come), we are growing individually. 
 Whereas numbers do not always tell 
the whole story, they sometimes do give 
good representations.  It takes a great 
amount of faith to give and especially to 
give more than you did or to give as God 
would have us give and the figures that I 
have indicate that you have done so.  As 
has been said from the pulpit, if you give 
the way you ought it will not only assist 
the church in its mission locally and uni-
versally, but it will help you as an individ-
ual desire and therefore attain a closer 
relationship to God and the money that 
you have sent on ahead to him. 

 Thank you very much for sending the 
message to me and all those around you 
with your giving that you believe in the 
work of the church and since you do you 
will sacrifice some things to help carry it 
out.  No telling how many people may be 
in heaven because you gave liberally while 
here on Earth.  The sky is the limit with 
the missionaries and mission work we can 
support with your giving.  To God be the 
glory!
