How Far Down Are You Digging? 
Nearly every child knows the song about 
the wise man building his house upon a 
rock and the foolish man building his 
house upon the sand.  The story is one of 
sturdy foundations.  If you want your 
house to stand you must have a good 
foundation and if you do not have that 
good foundation your house will fall.  
Luke’s account includes Jesus saying that 
the wise man dug deep to lay a founda-
tion.  In this time of year when many peo-
ple’s thoughts turn to Jesus and the sacri-
fice that he made (leaving glory, putting 
on flesh, and dying on the cross), there 
are still those who doubt or may even be 
antagonistic toward God and his authorita-
tive message for us, the Bible.  While it is 
understandable that some have questions, 
doubts, or concerns at times, it is not un-
derstandable to abandon an obedient faith 
in God through which is the only means of 
salvation.  The answers to the questions 
that are posed by those seeking truth and 
those who are attempting to knock the 
faith which you cling to out from under 
you are answerable and the faith that was 
once and for all delivered to the saints is 
defendable. 
 
God does not want mindless drones that 
follow him because they may say, “Hey, 
what is there to lose?”  Faith is not a blind 
shot in the dark and thus he wants those 
who have a sincere, strong faith in him 
because of the evidence that exists to that 
end.  We are blessed far more than any in 
the past two millennia because of all the  
good information that is so readily avail-

able to us in the form of publications, 
books, articles on the internet and so on.  
The answers can be found if one only ca-
res to look. 
 
Perhaps you wonder at times why the Bi-
ble is the way it is or why the books we 
include in our canon is different than other 
religious groups.  If you have these ques-
tions and even if you feel you know the 
answer, it may be profitable for you to 
watch a series of programs that begin to-
day on Channel 6 in Paducah (WPSD).

Watch it with your family.  Encourage your 
friends to watch it.  Search and find the 
answers to your questions for if you do not 
you may find yourself struggling with your 
Christianity at a later date, you may not be 
able to answer others when posed with 
questions about why you believe, or it may 
alter your souls eternal destination. 
 
If you aren’t finding Christ as the Son of 
God and the Bible as his word, perhaps 
you are not digging deep enough to find 
that good and solid bedrock to lay your 
foundation on.  Only that foundation will 
withstand the scrutiny that will be put up 
against the spiritual house you should be a 
part of.
