Sin is a Sickness

It is not pleasant to be sick. It is ex-
pensive, inconvenient, frustrating, and
time consuming. The feeling or actual-
ity of being incapable to carry on with
your daily routine because of an illness
is something that has been experienced
by the vast majority, particularly in this
time of year when so many do get ill.
But, what are the causes of these ill-
nesses?  Spiritually speaking, people
get ill today because Adam and Eve
sinned in the Garden of Eden. Before
their sin, there was no sickness and no
death; it was the paradise that God in-
tended it to be. Since there was a
breaking of the commandments of God,
humanity began to die as God said the
consequences for breaking his law
would be. Scientifically speaking, sick-
ness is often caused by something that
does not belong in your body (viruses,
bacteria, etc.) in the amount that it is
present. Yet, our bodies are often ca-
pable of fighting these things that cause
illness and if they are not, assistance
can be sought without the body from
doctors, medicines, home remedies,
etc.

Very similar to the way that things con-
taminate the body and make it sick,
things may contaminate the soul.
When sin is present it makes one inca-
pable of proper fellowship with other
Christians and with God (1 John 1.5-7).

The presence of sin makes the prayers
of the child of God unheard to God
(Isaiah 59.1-2). Whereas in some ways
the effects of bodily illness and sin are
similar, unlike bodily illness, sin cannot
be fought on one’s own. The only way
to combat sin is with the assistance of
God through Christ Jesus. Without Je-
sus in your life and his blood having
washed away your sins, you will always
carry them.

People’s immunities are different.
Sometimes young people have a
stronger immunity than the old; some-
times the case is just the opposite. At
times, one can fight away infection and
illness without the help of others, yet
no matter what a person’s knowledge
and experience in spiritual matters is,
that person cannot win the battle for
his/her soul without the assistance of
the only true conqueror of sin, Jesus
Christ. When the doctor tells you to do
something, if you trust him and want to
get better, you do it. If you want to get
better from your sin and trust the doc-
tor telling you what to do, come to him
in the way that he has prescribed,:
wholehearted, faithful obedience, and
get over the iliness that incapacitates
you and keeps you from an eternal re-
ward with God and his Son.
