Am I a True Worshipper? 
Jesus when being tempted by Satan in the wil-

derness responded to Satan’s request for wor-
ship in exchange for all earthly authority and 

glory responded, “You shall worship the Lord 
your God, and him only shall you serve.” (Luke 

4.8)  Granted this is an Old Testament quota-

tion that was written to the Jews and even ap-
plied under the Mosaic dispensation, yet it is 

obvious that worship was commanded of fol-
lowers of God then and it is required of Chris-

tians today.  That is to say, if one wishes to be 
classified as a follower of God, he must wor-

ship God!  Moreover, he must worship in a way 

that is authorized by God. 

This is a command of God, but it is not a cake-
walk.  Worship, specifically worship that is 

commanded and acceptable to God, is difficult!  

Observe what Paul writes about taking the 
Lord’s Supper: 

1 Corinthians 11:27-29 (ESV)  Who-

ever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks 

the cup of the Lord in an unworthy man-
ner will be guilty concerning the body 

and blood of the Lord.  Let a person ex-
amine himself, then, and so eat of the 

bread and drink of the cup.  For anyone 

who eats and drinks without discerning 
the body eats and drinks judgment on 

himself. 

The consequences for worshipping flippantly 

and incorrectly are ghastly.  “Therefore, let 
anyone who thinks that he stands take heed 

lest he fall.” (1Corinthians 10,12) 

Unfortunately, some people believe that being 

present in the church building at service times 
makes them worshippers.  That is like saying, 

as has been observed by others, being present 
in a henhouse makes one a hen.  That idea is 

ridiculous!  In order to be a worshipper, you do 

not merely have to be around worshippers, you 
must worship. 

In light of what Paul said, some may want to 

give up.  “If I risk eating and drinking 

‘judgment’ on myself, I will not even try.”  That 
is not the proper way to assure proper wor-

ship.  Rather the opposite, it is the proper way 
to assure condemnation of one’s soul.  If you 

truly want to be a worshipper try some of 

these suggestions: 

1. Come to worship services prepared to 
worship.  Pray before you leave home.  

Read the passage of study for the ser-

mon before you come.  Plan on worship-
ping when you come and not talking, 

playing, reading something else, or do-
ing anything else. 

2. Sit toward the front of the auditorium 

where you may be able to hear better 
and the distractions may be more lim-

ited. 

3. Review the prayers, songs, and mes-
sage when you get home and try to 

make application to your own life.  Pray 

about the worship you just offered to 
God. 

Yes, worship is a difficult thing and the result 

of not worshipping correctly is unpleasant, yet 
God would not command something of us that 

is not possible or he did not believe we could 
do.  Please do not only sit in a pew and pre-

tend to sing, pray, listen, etc.  Worship God 

because he loves you and is willing to purchase 
you from your sins with the blood of Jesus if 

you will only allow him by your humble obedi-
ence.
