Don’t Get Discouraged 
In all honesty, the amount the faithful child of 
God is to be responsible for is staggering.  If 
individually we were to do all the things that 
God wants of us it would entail visiting the sick 
and discouraged, caring for those unable to 
care for themselves, spreading the Gospel, at-
tending and participating church services regu-
larly (that is, every time), in addition to a num-
ber of others that if listed after a brainstorming 
session or two would, no doubt, prove to be 
two feet long.  Is it possible to do all these 
things and still have a job to provide for one’s 
family (which, by the way, is also required)?  Is 
it possible to do these things at all?  The dis-
couragements that some face, at first glance, 
is understandable, yet despite the empathy 
that we may feel for them, the necessity to do 
these things still remains for the child of God.  
Allow me to offer the following suggestions to 
encourage you: 

1. Eat the elephant one bite at a time.  If 
you look at an elephant and determine 
to eat him, you would find it very dis-
couraging to consider the whole mass 
at one time.  On the other hand, if you 
say that this month you are going to 
eat the hind quarter, or rather 1/3 of 
the hind quarter you may find the task 
somewhat less daunting.  Break the 
tasks God requires of you down.  No-
body expects you to be in the pulpit six 
months after you obey the Gospel.  
Nobody expects you to teach classes 
thirty weeks after you are baptized (If 
you are able to do those things…
EXCELLENT!).  Begin with some of the 
easier works like hugging those who 
decide to come to Christ or sending a 
card occasionally. 

2. Keep trying, but know that success will 

not be at every avenue.  Woody Allen 
says “eighty percent of success is 
showing up.” Although that still leaves 
twenty percent unaccounted for, if that 
is so, it stands to reason that you will 
encounter a great deal of success if 
you will just show up or try.  If you are 
trying your best, giving tracts to non-
Christians, inviting them to worship, 
taking the occasional meal to a sick 
person or shut-in, that is great!  If you 
can so more, GREAT, but if you do all 
that you can, put it in God’s hands; he 
can do the rest. 

3. Take some time for yourself.  Even 
Jesus spent alone time in prayer to 
God.  God does not want us to get ex-
tremely discouraged and burnt out.  
Take a couple of hours or a night to 
yourself for some alone study time or 
something you find relaxing (playing 
with dogs, hunting, knitting, etc.). 

The fact of the matter is we can do the things 
that God commanded of us.  The impossibility 
lies in doing it on our own.  Each Christian 
should have a whole support group at their 
fingertips, the church.  When you are having a 
difficulty with something, turn to your family, 
the family of God.  They are also required to 
do the things you are trying to do and should 
want to help you in your endeavors.  In addi-
tion, they are there to help you get through 
the discouragements. 

Also realize that beyond the church you have 
the ear of the one who made you, sustains 
you, and requires of you what you are doing.  
God does not want you to fail; he wants to 
give you every benefit he can offer to help you 
succeed.
