The Gift from God 
Acts 2:1- 47 (NIV)  



Semper Fidelis 
A motto can be a helpful thing.  A sort of bat-
tle cry for life that keeps one focused on a 
goal.  Most good mottos are short and to the 
point: “Do or die,” “Never say never,” “Do a 
good turn daily,” and so on.  The United 
States Marine Corps have a motto.  It is sem-
per fidelis, which is often shortened to sem-
per fi.  If I am not mistaken this is a Latin 
phrase that means “always faithful.” 

If one had to list what he or she were always 
faithful to, what would a marine say?  Per-
haps some of the same things a Christian 
would always be faithful in: 

1. I am always faithful in never 
leaving a man behind.  Marines 
are renowned for saying that they 
will never leave a man behind, can 
you, as a Christian, say the same 
thing?  Galatians 6.1 says “Brothers, 
if anyone is caught in any transgres-
sion, you who are spiritual should 
restore him in a spirit of gentleness. 
Keep watch on yourself, lest you too 
be tempted.”  A Christian is to not 
“leave a man behind,” instead it is 
required that an attempt is made to 
restore such a one.  Not only is that a 
command, it should be a desire for 
someone who knows that the result 
of not getting that person back will 
result in their suffering of eternal tor-
ment. 

2. I am always faithful in obedi-
ence to commands.  If a U.S. Ma-
rine or any member of the United 
States military does not obey a direct 
order they are in trouble.  In fact, if 
they leave their duties they are de-
clared absent without leave (AWOL).  

The child of God has been issued 
commands and given orders, and 
they, too, will be punished if they 
disobey or are absent without leave 
(of course, there is no leave available 
from the Christian life).  The un-
known Hebrew writer says that Jesus 
is the author of eternal salvation to 
all those who obey him (Hebrews 
5.8-9) and gives no such promise to 
those who ignore or disobey him. 

3. I am always faithful in fighting 
the enemies and not allies.  There 
is often a certain camaraderie among 
soldiers who have fought together or 
served together in the military, there-
fore you don’t see the same pointless 
and petty bickering between them 
that you see among other portions of 
the population.  Just as it is so for 
soldiers it should be true for Chris-
tians.  It is of note to see dissen-
sions, quarreling, and the like listed 
among what we call the “big” sins 
like adultery, murder, and idolatry.  
Perhaps that hints that fighting 
amongst ourselves is just as bad and 
moreover, unproductive for the cause 
of Christ.  Always point the gun at 
the enemy (1Peter 5.8) and not the 
ones fighting beside you. 

The child of God is not given a motto.  Nev-
ertheless, we must “do or die;” we must 
“never say never;” we should attempt to “do 
a good turn daily;” we should certainly strive 
to always be faithful (Revelation 2.10).  The 
marines are very proud of their motto, sim-
per fi.  What is your battle cry?
