Hurry Up and Wait

I don't if you have ever bought anything online
or not, but sometimes there are advantages to
doing so. Sometimes you find an item you
can't find elsewhere or you may find an item at
a significantly lower price (even when shipping
costs are included). However, there are some
disadvantages of buying online over buying in
person; for me the first and foremost negative
is the waiting.

Unless you are willing to pay a gob of money
for next-day shipping, you may sometimes
have to wait a week or longer. This is really
not that big of a deal because you have usually
lived without the item you purchased up until
this point anyway, yet if you are like me, you
are excited to get your new product (toy) in
the mail. When I buy online I find myself mul-
tiple times a day sneaking off to the website to
track my shipped package...WHERE IS IT?

Now compare that to the command the Chris-
tian has to “wait on the Lord.” I am afraid that
too many Christians are not waiting on the
Lord in the same way. The child of God should
anxiously anticipate the coming of Jesus and

the reward he will bring. Perhaps the child of
God should pause a few times a day and listen
for the trumpet of the Lord or look to the sky
to see if he is descending to gather his saints
(obviously, the Scriptures teach that all will
see, hear, and know of Christ's return, but
looking may make one anticipate it more ).

A difference between waiting for your online
purchase and Jesus’ return is that sometimes
the online shopper may be disappointed with
his purchase because you cannot personally
scrutinize or inspect the merchandise before
purchasing it. The one who anxiously waits on
the Lord will definitely not be disappointed at
his experience. You will not say, "I expected
more.” You will not say, “It wasnt worth it.”
You will be taken away to be in bliss and ex-
perience joy from that point forward.

Allow me to offer my encouragement for you
to wait on the Lord. It may be that you have
to wait your entire lifetime or it may be that
you won't be waiting long. Regardless, wait
for him eagerly.
