est chapter is the 119th 
Psalm, the shortest and 
middle chapter the 117th 

Psalm.  The middle verse is 
8th of the 118th Psalm.  The 

longest name is in the 8th chap- 
ter of Isaiah.  The word “and” oc- 
curs 46,227 times.  The word “Je- 

hovah” 6,885 times.  The 37th chap- 
ter of Isaiah and the 19th chapter 
of the 2nd book of kings are alike. 

The longest verse is the 9th of the 8th 
chapter of Esther; the shortest verse is 
the 35th of the 11th chapter of John. 
The 21st verse of the 7th chapter of 
Ezra contains all the letters of the 
alphabet except the letter J.  The 

finest piece of reading is 
the 26th chapter of Acts.

It’s always thrilling to make a discovery, 
and that is one of the reasons why Bible 
reading thrills most of us.  We are al-
ways on the brink of discovery.  Let me 
share one with you that I have just 
found. 

In the Old Testament there are seven 
instances of compound Jehovistic titles.  
They are as follows: 

Jehovah-jireh (The Lord will pro-
vide).  Remember the time when God 
stopped obedient Abraham as he was 
offering Isaac?  God provided a ram, 
“So Abraham called the name of that 
place The Lord will provide” (Genesis 
22.13,14). 

Jehovah-rapha (The Lord, your 
healer).  During the wilderness wan-
derings the Israelites came to Marah 
and the bitter waters were made 
sweet.  The people were enjoined to 
keep the commandments of God with 
the promise attached, “I will put none 
of the diseases upon you which I put 
upon the Egyptians; for I am the Lord, 
your healer” (Exodus 15.26). 

Jehovah-shalom (The Lord is 
peace).  Gideon had just seen an an-
gel, and was fearful that he was going 
to die.  But God spoke peace to him.  
“Then Gideon built an altar there to 
the Lord, and called it, The Lord is 
peace” (Judges 6.24). 

Jehovah-tsidkenu (The Lord is our 
righteousness).  The flock has been 
scattered, but the Lord promises to 
raise up for David a righteous Branch 
who shall reign as king.  “And this is 
the name by which he will be called: 
‘The Lord is our righteous-
ness’” (Jeremiah 23.6). 

Jehovah-shammah (The Lord is 
there).  The land has been allotted as 
an inheritance among the tribes of 
Israel.  The city is established and the 
gates of the city are named after the 
tribes of Israel.  “And the name of the 
city henceforth shall be, The Lord is 
there” (Ezekiel 48.35). 

Jehovah-nissi (The Lord is my ban-
ner).  Israel was fighting with Amalek 
and whenever Moses held up his 
hand, Israel prevailed...and Joshua 
mowed down Amalek and his people 
with the edge of the sword.  “And 
Moses built an altar and called the 
name of it, The Lord is my ban-
ner” (Exodus 17.8-16). 

Jehovah-raah (The Lord is my shep-
herd).  This is found in the opening 
words of David’s twenty-third psalm. 

And now for my discovery.  All of these 
seven wonderful Divine provisions which 
are indicated in these seven compound 
Jehovistic names are to be found in the 
twenty-third psalm.  Can you find them?
