I like figures and statistics.  Since that is 
one of my likes, for the nearly two years 
that we have been working with you I 
have taken the attendance and collection 
data posted on the board in the back 
each week and put it in a database.  In 
addition, I compiled the data from the 
year before we began working here with 
you full time and added that to the data-
base.  Thus, I have nearly three years 
worth of data recorded and graphed in a 
digital database.  Since after this Sunday, 
only nine Sundays remain in the year, 
perhaps it is a good time to take stock of 
what we have and have not done! 

Please understand that I am fully aware 
that numbers on a page do not tell the 
full story, however it can illustrate 
growth, stagnancy or decline.  For exam-
ple, even if attendance has gone down 
there may be sign of individual growth if 
the contribution has gone up, or there 
may not be that sign despite attendance 
numbers going up, or attendance figures 
and contribution going up may indicate 
both evangelistic and personal growth.  
Please observe the numbers in the chart 
below and their changes over the past 
three years, and as you do so ask your-
self the following questions: 

• What did I do to contribute to these 

numbers (Your faithful/regular atten-
dance and contribution would make 
them go up, your unfaithful/irregular 
attendance and contribution would 
make them go down)? 

• Did my attendance, service, offering, 
and so on improve over the past 
years? 

Growth is not only a desire of God...it is a 
commandment of God.  That means if 
you have not grown (by serving more, 
giving more, worshipping more) that you 
have not done God’s will!  It is my prayer 
and desire for you (and I) that you can 
say after looking at these numbers that 
you were one of those who attended 
every time, that you can say I am one of 
those who increased my offering yearly!
