 INVITE! 
The number of visitors is a reflection upon the efforts we put forth 
at talking up the  local church, and hence Christ Himself.   We need 
to  start  seeing more visitors  in our assemblies  that are  the direct 
result of invitations to friends, co‐workers, and family to attend the 
services.   Though we do see some of this taking place,  it  is the ex‐
ception and not  the general  rule.    I  think we would all agree  that 
much more can and must be done by all members  [of  the Hardin 
church of Christ] in the area of personal evangelism.  Why not make 
a commitment today to bring a visitor with you just one week each 
month?   That  is a  starting point.   Choose a  specific week  for  this 
month,  formulate  a  list  of  prospects,  and  start  making  con‐
tacts.  Start calling your list until you get a firm commitment from a 
prospect to visit with you.  You just might be surprised at the good 
your efforts will bring forth from that simple effort.
