A PREGNANT Question 
I’ve got a question for you today that I heard (again) recently: 
What would you attempt for God if you knew you would not fail? 
This  question  is  pregnant with  possibility.  If  success was  guaranteed, what 
would you try? Where would you go? Who would it involve? 
What would you attempt for God if you knew you would not fail? 
I’m thinking one of three things is true for you: 

1.You have no idea what that thing would be. 
2.You know what that thing is, but you haven’t attempted it. 
3.You know what it is, and you’ve done it or are doing it right now. 

If you’re number 3, congrats. I’ll bet you and God are pretty close these days.
