Holy Bucket 
A story is told about a young man who approached an old Christian preacher 
and said, “I’m finished with reading the Bible.  I’m tired of trying to understand 
it!” 
The old preacher picked up a very dirty bucket with a whole in the bottom and 
asked the young man to go to the creek and bring back some water.  The young 
man did so, but of course the water had leaked out by the time he returned. 
The old preacher told him to return to the creek and try again.  The young man 
repeated this exercise several times and each time by the time he returned to 
the old preacher the bucket was empty. 
Frustrated, the young man said, “I’m quitting!  What’s the point?  The water 
always leaks out!”
